The pool of applicants is limited to members of Masonic youth groups (International Order of Job’s Daughters, International Order of Rainbow for Girls, or DeMolay International) contained within Districts 2 or 8 of the Grand Lodge F&AM of Washington, or the children of Brothers or Widows of Robert Burns #243.  Recipients must be accepted to an accredited educational institution at the time of application.  This institution may be a four or two year college, vocational training program, or other trade school.  The scholarship, if awarded, will be paid directly to the school in the name of the student.  You will be required to submit a copy of your acceptance letter and high school transcript with your application.

Applications must be submitted by 1 May of the year that the student is to graduate high school.  The scholarship winners will be determined by a committee of Master Masons from Robert Burns #243 and are to be announced the first Tuesday of June.  The committee may consider qualities such as youth group participation, community service, academic success, financial need, and any other aspect the committee sees as germane.
